Academic Bdw

Academic Bowl is a team event that challenges students to use intellect and speed in competition. ARAHNAC tamnl tourna-
ments are round robin tournaments.

Round-robin was tough, but the team did well. ,ey won 3 of 5 games in their division; unfortunately, that digatitt them to get
to double-elimination. | found that we were pretty competitive nationally, but that upper tiemad teould deenitely be dif cult to
break into.

Online tournaments allow teams to participate in a state competition and never leave scho@!toDmiaments are open to students
in grades 3-12. "ere are #ve grade divisions:

Primary - grades 3-4. "e entry fee for the #ve online tournaments is $80.

Elementary - grades 5-6. "e entry fee for the #ve online tournaments is $90.

Mid Level - grades 7-8. "e entry fee for the #ve online tournaments is $110.

JV High School - 9-10. "e entry fee for the #ve online tournaments is grades $120.

High School - grades 9-12. "e entry fee for the #ve online tournaments is $130.

"e online tournament season runs from November - March with a di%erent subject areartmmhevery four-six weeks. "ere are
#ve tournaments each covering a di%erent subject area; science, humanities, mathematics, socidllangliagaarts. Question
writers use PASS/CORE guidelines for 80& of the questions with the remaining 20& coming from other resources.

Science - Opens November 1, Due December 10

Humanities *- Opens November 1, Due December 10

Mathematics - Opens December 1, Due January 28

Social Studies - Opens December 1, Due February 11

Language Arts - Opens January 1, Due March 11

Students in gradesoi8wusiplaced 1st - 3rd in a
qualifying tournament (see TOCQ) during the school year meet to compete with the otheirgusiifgents for state champion brag-
ging rights in mathematics, science, social studies, language arts, humanities and current events. Apsbatéoctesoh grade and
each subject are crowned at the April TOC event held at Redlands Community College in El Reno.

If a student quali'es in 4 or more events they may choose to take all 6 tests and enter the Scholi@itsncorepstholar candidate
with the highest cumulative score is crowned Top 6th, 7th or 8th Grade Scholar. To qualify in 4 or nt®reeastestudents attend
multiple qualifying tournaments.
